Community Development Grants Program
The City of Boroondara's vision for the municipality is for a vibrant liveable city that fosters the cultural, environmental, economic and personal wellbeing of our community (Council Plan 2010-15).

To this end the Boroondara Community Development Grants Program supports community organisations, groups and clubs to undertake projects and activities in the City of Boroondara. Grants are allocated for projects and activities that strengthen the community by encouraging participation in community life, developing community partnerships, addressing community needs and improving the health and wellbeing of Boroondara residents. 

The Boroondara Community Development Grants Program is made up of three categories, Annual, Operational and Individual. The Annual Grants round opens in May this year. The three-year Operational Grants will be available again in 2014. Individual Grant applications are received on an ongoing basis; application forms are available on Council’s website.

The objectives of the Community Development Grants Program are to:

· Respond to the needs of disadvantaged groups.

· Develop innovative approaches to local social issues.

· Promote strong community networks in Boroondara. 

· Assist groups to develop skills and build their capacity to make decisions.

· Encourage the sustainability of community organisations. 

· Increase access to leisure and cultural activities that celebrate the quality and diversity of life in Boroondara.

· Achieve Council’s vision for the municipality and Council's strategic objectives.
Annual Grants

The Annual Community Development Grants Program provides funding to community organisations, groups and clubs for one-off projects and equipment purchases that support community strengthening initiatives and improve the quality of life of Boroondara residents.  Projects and purchases need to be completed within 12 months. 

What funding is available for Annual Grants?

The total funding available for Annual Grants each year is subject to variation, depending on Council’s annual budget allocation and the contribution of the Rotary Club of Balwyn. Under an arrangement with Council, the Rotary Club of Balwyn contributes a significant percentage of its net annual income from the Camberwell Sunday Market to the Annual Grants Program. This unique partnership between the Rotary Club of Balwyn and Council benefits many organisations.  The total funding pool for the 2010-11 Annual Grants was $290,000.
Annual Grants funding will be distributed through three funding streams. 
1. Community Projects (70% of the funding pool)

Organisations may apply for up to $10,000 for short-term, one-off, innovative projects that address the Community Development Grants Program objectives and can be completed within 12 months. The Annual Community Development Grants Program does not offer on-going funding. Organisations cannot apply for the same activity for which they received funding in the previous year
2. Minor Equipment (20% of the total funding pool)

Organisations may apply for up to $3,000 for the purchase of equipment that is integral to the success of a community or cultural project or which improves the operational sustainability of the organisation. This includes, for example, public address systems, adaptive equipment for people with a disability, sporting equipment and office equipment. It does not include building works, facility maintenance or landscaping works. Please refer to page four for exclusions.
3. New and Emerging Community Groups (10% of the funding pool)
Unincorporated groups may apply for seeding grants to fund small scale projects and events and for set up and operating costs such as insurance, stationery and venue hire. Groups without an auspice may apply for up to $1,000 and groups with an auspice may apply for up to $3,000. New groups do not have to apply under the New and Emerging Groups stream, however if they do, they cannot also apply under either of the other streams.

Organisations may submit more than one application, but the total amount that any organisation can receive through this round of Annual Grants is $10,000. 
Eligibility criteria

· Your organisation must be committed to providing services and programs that directly benefit residents of the City of Boroondara and which reflect Council's Vision and Community Development Grant objectives.

· Your organisation must be not-for-profit, as classified by the Australian Tax Office in the Income Tax Assessment Act (1936).

· Your organisation must be a legally constituted entity eg a co-operative, incorporated association, company or company limited by guarantee or have an auspice if you are requesting more than $1000. 

· Your organisation must have an Australian Business Number (ABN) or hold an exemption from registration.

· Your organisation must have a Committee of Management that accepts responsibility for the administration of the Grant.

· Your organisation must hold adequate Public Liability Insurance or an application for such.
What will not be funded

· Projects that could be fully funded from other sources such as fees and sponsorships.
· Projects run by individuals.
· Organisations that have not satisfactorily accounted to Council for the expenditure of a previous Annual Grant.
· Projects that do not support local needs.
· Projects and equipment requests that are considered by Council to be the funding responsibility of other levels of government.
· Organisations that have their own grant program
· Projects run by political or religious groups seeking to promote their core beliefs.
· New building works, fixed assets and facility maintenance, including, shade sails, cubby houses and landscaping.

· Equipment requests over $3,000. 
· Community Project requests over $10,000.
· Private profit-making organisations.
· State-wide projects without a local Boroondara community focus.
· Projects that commence prior to the distribution of funding (projects will not be funded retrospectively).
· Funding for prizes, sponsorships, donations or gifts.
· Applications from schools, however, we do encourage schools to work together with community organisations for the purposes of supporting/strengthening projects and activities.

· Primary and secondary schools are encouraged to undertake projects of benefit to the community in partnership with community organisations, however, they cannot be the applicant.
Assessment criteria

Please ensure you address the following assessment criteria in your grant proposal:

· Clear and achievable aims that address the objectives of the Community   

Development Grants Program (25%). 

· Evidence that the proposal meets a community need and will significantly     

benefit Boroondara residents (25%).  

· The proposal will increase access and participation opportunities for    

residents who are disadvantaged in some way, have a disability or are members of culturally diverse communities (10%).

· The project will create links, develop local community partnerships and   

encourage resource sharing with other organisations (20%). 

· The applicant/organisation demonstrates the capacity to develop a project plan and manage the grant (20%). 

Conditions of funding

· For all Annual Grants over $1000 successful applicants must enter into a written funding agreement with Council.
· The applicant must spend the grant funding as detailed in the application unless written approval of Council is obtained prior to any variation.

· Annual Grant projects and activities must be completed within 12 months of receiving funding.
· Successful organisations presenting community events should commit to developing an adequate Risk Management Plan.
· All successful applicants must acknowledge the City of Boroondara and the Rotary Club of Balwyn in any promotional material or publicity features.

· Successful applicants will provide a record of project expenditure with their evaluation at the conclusion of the project.

· Successful applicants will have the option to be paid by cheque or by Electronic Funds Transfer directly into their bank account.

· If your project or service is not completed within the agreed timeframe, unspent funds must be returned to Council.
How to apply, documentation required

Applicants are required to complete all sections of the appropriate application form and attach the following documents:

· The latest copy of your organisation’s financial statement (audited if appropriate).

· Certificate of Incorporation or details of the auspice organisation.

· A current public liability insurance certificate or evidence of application for such.

· Letters or emails of support (optional).
If your application is for equipment or establishment costs, you are required to provide two written quotes current within the past six months.

GST
Organisations must indicate their GST status on the application form.  Successful organisations with an ABN that are not registered for GST will receive their grant without GST. Successful organisations with an ABN that are registered for GST will receive a Recipient Created Tax Invoice, their grant, plus 10% GST.
Auspiced applications

Organisations or groups that are not incorporated and wish to apply for an Annual Grant over $1000 will require an incorporated association to act as their auspice.
Assessment process

Applications are assessed by the Community Development Grants Assessment Panel against the assessment criteria listed on page 6.  Membership of the Panel includes Councillors, Rotary Club of Balwyn members, Council officers and community representatives.

Share your experiences

The City of Boroondara is interested to learn about, and share your project experiences with the wider community. On completion of a project, successful applicants of the 2011 Annual Grants program will be required to provide a brief written evaluation of the project with a statement relating to the grants expenditure. An evaluation template will be provided.
