Your application must be accompanied by: (the application will not be considered if the following is not supplied)
1. Written details of sanitary facilities and upkeep, shelter and food storage in connection with all the animals it is proposed to keep on the property.
2. Written details of the type and size of any structure(s) it is proposed to erect in connection with keeping animals on the land. Such structures must conform with the Building Regulations.
3. Photo of each animal along with micro-chipping and de-sexing certificates.
4. A diagram showing:

a)  that the proposed site is large enough to keep the proposed number and type of animals and leaves adequate open space for the residential occupants of the land; and

b)  the distance of the site from neighbouring dwellings and properties and provide details of the likely impacts on any dwellings and their occupants, such as noise or other nuisance.
5. An application fee of $88.00 (non refundable if permit is denied).
Prior to you obtaining a permit to keep more than the prescribed number of animals, Council will give residents in your immediate area the opportunity to make submissions in relation to your application. 

The applicant must complete all details, sign and date application prior to submitting.

EXCESS ANIMALS PERMIT CONDITIONS
Amenity Local Law Part F Section 48 
48.1 An owner or occupier of private land must not, without a permit, keep or allowed to keep anymore  in number for each type of animal than as set out in the table of the Amenity Local Law 48.2
· All animals are to be kept in accordance with the provision of the 

Domestic  Animals Act 1994.

· The number of animals kept on the property is not to exceed that allowed by this permit.

· No kittens or puppies under three (3) months are to be kept at the premises at any time.

· The permit holder must apply for renewal of the registration of all animals kept before the expiration of the current registration.

· A photograph of each registered animal is to be provided to an

authorised officer of Council at the time of registration renewal.

· The permit holder must notify Council of any ownership changes of the registered animals. 

· In the event that any other person leaves any other animal at the property, the permit holder must immediately remove the animal by surrendering the animal to an authorised officer of Council, or to the RSPCA, Cat Protection Society or the Lort Smith Animal Hospital.

· An authorised officer will notify the permit holder twenty-four (24) hours prior to any inspection taking place for the purpose of ensuring that the permit conditions are met.

· All animals kept at the property must be kept securely confined to the property at all times.

· All the registered animals are to wear the identity tag provided by Council at all times.

· All animals are to be microchipped and desexed.

· The permit holder must not allow any noise or smell to emanate from the animals, which interferes with the reasonable comfort on convenience of persons occupying adjacent or nearby land.

· The permit holder must

(i) Keep any animals on that land in clean, inoffensive and sanitary living conditions, and so as to not cause any nuisance

(ii) Keep any animals in that land surroundings clear of refuse, material attractive to vermin and material which may cause a health or safety to animals, or property.

(iii) Keep all food for animals on that land in vermin and fly proof receptacles; and

(iv) Drain the ground surrounding the place where the animals are kept on that land to the satisfaction of council or an authorised officer.

· Natural Attrition is to occur.  This means that when any animal specified above leaves the care of the permit holder it is not to be replaced, and the total number of animals kept is to reduce over time to no more than two (2) cats and (2) dogs in accordance with Amenity Local Law 48.1.
· In the event of non-compliance with any of the above conditions this permit may be withdrawn and you will be required to comply with relevant Amenity Local Laws.
